IS Students wins Best Project Award at
Tantradnya
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« Team G7 from the IS department
showcased a futuristic solution to
tackle the spread of COVID-19 in
public areas. Their project, the Al-
powered Contactless Mask Detection
Door, won the Best Project Award.
This innovative project involved the
use of Al and ML algorithms to
identify whether a person was
wearing a face mask, based on which
the Al would make a decision to
either allow or restrict entry through
the door. The project has broad
applications in public spaces such as
hospitals, schools, and malls. The
system was built using a simple
Python program and an open CV Al &
ML algorithm that leveraged a
webcam and sample face models to
detect masks on a person's face. The
system can be simplified into an
independent camera module. Based
on the Al's decision, the program
would send commands to an Arduino
controller via a serial port to operate
the servo connected to the door. The
project was well received and
appreciated by the department,
Jjudges, and audience.
